Pattern #6 — Quiz: It works; It is working:; Does it work?
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Pattern #6 — Answers: It works; It is working: Does it work?

Miho: Whatever happened to your plan to memorize 100 vocabulary words a day? Is your plan working well?
Kenji: No, it’s not working at all, so I gave up on it. Instead, I started memorizing only 1 new word a day. And,
instead of memorizing only the definition of the word, I’'m studying tons of example sentences which use that
word. I find that this method works much better.

Miho: Why does that work better than your old method?

Kenji: First of all, guality is more important than quantity. There is no point in forcing myself to learn 100
new words a day. I will probably forget most of those words within a week, right? I would rather learn only 1
word a day and learn that word really well. I want to learn how to use that word instead of just learning the
definition. This technique works the best for language learners. As the saying goes: /ess is more.

Miho: I totally agree. Also, memorizing the new word by itself doesn’t work because there is no context. We
need to study the entire situation in which the word is used. This works better because we will be able to
recognize when and how we can use the word. When you take this into consideration, studying example
sentences, and 1deally, conversation-examples works much better than just memorizing the word itself.

Kenji: Yeah, I totally recommend this method. It works great! At least, this technique is working well for me.
I can t speak for everyone. Of course, practicing new words in a real conversation works the best. Can I try?
Miho: Sure, go ahead. " What’s today’s word?

Kenji: Well... I wanted to tell you how important you are to me, Miho. I really ‘cherish’ our friendship.

Miho: Hahaha... As always, you’re excellent at flattery. Does that line work well with other girls? 4P I
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
